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Vicar’s  Reflections

Dearly beloved in Christ,

According to the shorter ending of the Gospel of St. Mark, “…
And afterward Jesus himself sent out through them, from east
to west, the sacred and imperishable proclamation of eternal
salvation”. St. Matthew and St. Luke likewise mention the risen
Christ sending out his disciples to take the Gospel to the ends
of the earth (Mt. 28:19-20; Lk. 24:47).

This shows that the self-understanding of the Church, the
sent out community of disciples, falls short if the Mission is
not inherent in it. Such misunderstanding makes the
community an abomination of desolation!

The meaning of the existence of the Church is twofold: The
Church represents the world before God; The Church reveals
God to the world.

It is the existential responsibility of the Church to represent
the world, in its alienated state, before God. It is the mission
responsibility of the Church to represent the world, in its
reconciled state before God. On the other hand, the existential
burden of the Church is to make God known to the world.
When that existential burden becomes the mission of the
Church, the Church becomes a living, witnessing Church.
The core of this living and witnessing of the Church is
reconciliation, which, in turn, must be an act of free love.

The lines are drawn. Let us march ahead!

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THE RELEVANCE OF CHRISTIAN MISSION
Mission

The word “mission” is at present used at various places like, corporate circles, as a mission
statement for its day to day work. They are doing this to emphasize the quality of service
they are offering to the customers. Now let us look at what it meant, the word “mission”
means “sent.” It comes from the Latin word “missioninimus” meaning “act of sending” and
the same is used to translate the Greek word “apostolos” and this gives us the word “apostle”
meaning the ones who are sent.  As we read the scriptures we can see the usage of the
“sent” in multiple places.

In Isaiah we see “a Saviour” will be sent (Is 19:20) and we see same usage and the
promise fulfilled in John 3:16-17. We also see prophet Isaiah (Is. 6:8) requesting to
“send” himself.

God sends light and truth (Ps. 43:3), God sends angels (Gen. 18:2), and God sends
His presence with Moses (Ex. 33:14). In John 20:21, the resurrected Christ says: “Peace
be with you; as the Father has sent Me, I also send you.”

We have learned the usage of mission in Biblical perspective. Anybody who responds to
such a duty or is sent for such a duty is a missionary. Now let us study the motivation for
mission.

Motivation for missions

Rev. John Stott in his book “The Guilty Silence” emphasizes the need for mission work
because of the following motives

1) Loving obedience to God and Christ, since we are given the Great Commission to go
out and make disciples (Matt. 28:19). We as Christians seek to live for Christ and to
keep His commandments. We love Him dearly as He has bought us with a price (1 Cor.
6:20) and now we are controlled by His love and thus we obey Him.

2) Love for our neighbour prompts us to seek and serve him for his maximum benefit, its
more than the basic necessities of food, clothing, shelter; more than the health of body
or mind; more than the harmonious integrity with the society; but rather it is the
relationship with the true and living God, in whose likeness and image he is made. For
this
 We need to satisfy him from the true bread from heaven (John 6:32).
 We cannot leave him and say, “Go in peace, be warm and filled” (James 2:15-17)
 We need to understand ‘the things needed’ are not only for the body but also for the

soul

Neglecting my neighbour’s spiritual needs in whatever pretext, is incompatible with the
claim to love him.

3) More than the above two reasons of obedience and love there is another and the most
important motive that is the concern for the glory of God, not the glory of church or our
glory. As we refer to New Testament passages we see

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 In book of Romans, Paul writes that his mission to all nations is ‘for the sake of His
Name’ (Rom 1:5).

 John refers to missionaries who have set out ‘for the sake of the Name’ (3 John 1:7).

 In Acts we see early Christians who were proud ‘to suffer shame for the sake of His
Name’ (Acts 5:41).

Here we see that it is not a sentimental attachment that drives people rather

 It is a concern for His honour in the world, an ardent desire for the fulfilment of our
prayer: ‘Not to us, O Lord not to us, but to thy name give glory (Ps 115:1).

 It is recognition that God the Father has exalted Him ‘far above...every name that is
named’ (Eph 1:21) and indeed ‘bestowed on Him the name which is above every name’,
so that at the name of Jesus, before His supreme rank and dignity, ‘every knee should
bow... and every tongue confess that Jesus Christ is Lord...’ (Phil 2:9-11)

Jesus the Missionary

Jesus is the perfect missionary. He obeyed His Father perfectly. In Jesus we see the perfect
balance between words and ways. It is the balance of preaching the good news to all
(essential to mission of any kind) and practicing love through healing of mind and body;
providing food when needed; accepting, even lifting up, the lowest and poorest classes of
people (also essential to true mission). For us to have a firm grasp of Jesus example in
mission, we must see the breadth of His ministry as well as its depth.

An example of Missionary work

Jesus said “Truly, truly, I say to you, unless a grain of wheat falls into the earth and dies, it
remains alone; but if it dies, it bears much fruit” (John 12:24).  As we go through the history
of the church we can see that many have answered the call for missionary work and have
followed the example of our Lord, people of like-mindedness driven by the Spirit of God
joined and formed mission boards and sent people, many have acted like the grain of
wheat and one such missionary society was the “Church Missionary Society” that paved
the way for the formation of our diocese.

Church Missionary Society (CMS)

The Society was founded in Aldersgate Street in the City of London on 12 April 1799. Most
of the founders were members of the Clapham Sect, a group of activist evangelical Christians.
They included Henry Thornton and William Wilberforce both were Members of the Parliament.
The founders of CMS were committed to three great enterprises: abolition of the slave
trade, social reform at home and world evangelisation. They helped the propagation of the
Gospel in Africa and in the East. Its original name was “The Society for Missions in Africa
and the East”. After a few years, the title “The Church Missionary Society” was formally
adopted.

Initially C.M.S started as a “Mission of Help” to the Jacobite Syrians of Kerala in the year
1816, of which the initiative came from Col. Munro, the then British Resident of Travancore
as a matter to renovate their Church from spiritual, religious and social degradation. The
“Mission of Help” lasted only 20 years and then the missionaries turned to the masses. One
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of the few main reasons were their wrong teachings like praying to the dead, praying to the
saints, worship of Mary and using of idols in the church. “Mission to the masses” reached
out to many and thus paved way for the existence of our diocese. Some notable missionaries
to be remembered are

Rev. Thomas Norton (1816): The first Anglican Missionary to arrive in Travancore, he
started the “Alapuzha Mission”.  He focused his work among the outcastes in Alleppey
and he died in 1840, by that time he started 11 schools and has a church with 560
members from all classes.

Rev. Benjamin Bailey (1816): He devoted himself chiefly to literary and translation work
and the press. He took the charge of “Kottayam Village Mission”. Bailey translated and
printed Holy Scriptures and two of the Common prayer books. Besides these, he wrote
English and Malayalam Dictionary. In 1848 the first Malayalam periodical “The Treasury
of Knowledge” was published.

Rev. Joseph Fenn (1818): He came and took charge of the college for training the
younger clergy.

Rev. Henry Baker (1819): He took charge of the parish schools up and down the land.
He even rescued people from slavery and brought them to Christ and he was in charge
of the “Kottayam District Mission”.

Rev Joseph Peet (1833): He started the “Mavelikara Mission”, He was a man of action,
a born fighter always ready with the sword of the Spirit to jump into the fray and take on
every one. The great missionary laboured on in Mavelikara right into the sixties. He
rested from his labors at Mavelikara in 1865. At the end of thirty years of unremitting
toil, he was in charge of eleven churches with members totalling more than 2500.

Rev. Thomas Dawson: He started the “Cochin Mission”, but he had to return home
early in 1818 on account of ill health.  The work of evangelization gathered remarkable
momentum with the arrival of the Rev. Samuel Risdale in 1824.

Rev. John Hawksworth (1845): He was charge of the “Mavelikara Mission” and later he
started the Mallapally movement, he was helped by  Rev. George Mathen the first
Malayalam clergyman of the Anglican Church.

Rev. Henry Baker Junior (1847): Initially in charge of Kottayam District Mission but later
he started working on the Hill Tribes of Central Travancore especially the Hill Arrians
and he has been known as the ‘Apostle of Hill Arrians.’  In 1878, ‘the arduous missionary,
Henry Baker Junior, died leaving a legacy of eleven churches and twenty-seven schools,
which he founded in those hills.

How can we help Mission activities in our daily life?

Keeping in mind the great work done by many persons for our Church, let us now look at
how well we can contribute to the mission work

v Include in your daily prayers a missionary or two that you know personally find out
more about this person’s personal needs and concerns in their ministry by writing a
personal letter to them and letting them know you are praying for them daily.
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v In your daily reading of Scripture be on the lookout for mention of nations, people of the
world, foreigners, aliens, sojourners or travellers, etc. Think about those kinds of people,
whom you meet daily, start praying for them so that you may be enabled to share the
Gospel.

v Read a chapter a day (or less) of a missionary biography daily.
v If you are prompted to go for missions, then go for it, till that time look for an opportunity

each day to share about the Gospel with another person. The Spirit of God will give you
an opening as you become willing and open. In this way He will teach you and prepare
you for a greater mission work in future. Youth Fellowship

Following the example set by our past generations the Youth Movement is organizing
a Mission Awareness Program on the 11th of July from 5pm - 7pm at the Christ
Church Centenary hall.
          Some of the Youth members had the unique privilege to see the mission
activities in Andhra Mission last October. We also realized the various hardships,
both mental and physical; they undergo to spread the Word of God. We as a Church
must be an unwavering support for the missionaries and the mission activities. To do
so the people of the Church must be aware of the same. Thus to bring in this
awareness, the Youth Movement decided to do a Mission Awareness Program as
part of the Sesquicentennial Celebrations.

The main objective of the Youth Movement in doing this program is to sensitize
and educate the future generations of the Church about the mission activities so that
they may carry forward the banner of the Great Commissioning of our Lord and
contribute to the spread of the Word in every way possible.

The program will be presided over by Bishop Jesudasan who has kindly
consented to be there at the function in spite of his old age. Rev C Y Thomas also
has acceded for the same and he will be giving an overview of the present mission
activities done by the Diocese as a whole. As part of the program we will be presenting
before you various options by which each one of us can be part of the mission activities
in whatever small way possible.

Last but not the least we as members of the Youth Movement humbly request
all the members of the Church to be present on July 11th at 5pm to support the cause
of Mission activities, because as a Church we have to “Just Do it”.
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A BRIEF SKETCH OF DIOCESAN MISSION FIELDS

Church Missionary Society was formed on April 12, 1799 and 16 years later
started missionary work in Travancore-Cochin, with Rev.Thomas Norton as
the first missionary in Alleppey during 1816.  After the formation of Travancore-
Cochin Anglican Diocese in 1879 with the consecration of Rt. Rev. J.M.
Speechly on July 25th 1879, the Diocese has been actively involved in
missionary work.
Our Mission activities are categorised as ‘Swadesa Mission and Videsa
Mission’.  A brief account of our activities are as follows.

A. SWADESA MISSION

Adoor Mission

Started in 1889, first Missionary Rev.T.K.Ninan (1902). Noah’s Arc at Adoor
junction consecrated by Rev.Stewart Smith (1934).  Covers parts of
Kunnathoor, Mavelikkara and Pathanapuram taluks and 16 churches.
Karapuram Mission

Started in 1921 at Alappuzha in 14 cents of land.  School established in
1925.  Christian Institute started in 1931.  Coir factory and Mission Hospital
started by Rev. M.P. Job.  Jubilee Home for Street children started in 1935.
First  church at Sreekantamangalam.  Bishop Moore Vidhyapith established
in 2000.  We have two churches (Muhamma and Sreekantapuram) and one
U.P.School at Kalavankod.  Rev.George Mathew is looking after the mission.
Vaikom Mission
We have a Suvisesha Bhavan in Vaikam town constructed by the Almaya
Fellowship. Rev.Shiju Samuel is in charge of this mission field.
Koithu Mission
Started by Mission Board and Bethel Ashram, functioned in Kuttanad paddy
fields till 2002.  Presently mission work has been revived as Kuttanad Mission.
Thottapradesa Mission
Started in 1896, incorporating karinilam, Paloorkavu, Panakkachira and
Kadamankulam the outstations of Mundakayam Parish, focussing work
among Plantation labourers.  The first full time missionary Rev.Viju Varkey
George was posted in 1989, followed by 5 achens.  Churches have been
established at Kappluvenga, 504 colony, Kuzhimavu and Kombukuthy.  During
2004 Karinilam parish was established. Presently the mission encompases
Panakkchira, Kudamankulam, Kuzhimavu, Paloorkavu and Kombukutty.
Almaya Fellowship has agreed to support this mission.
B. VIDESA MISSION
Our mission activities outside Kerala started during the centenary of CMS in
Kerala during 1916, at the request of Doornakal Bishop Rt Rev.V.S.Asaria.
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organic farming in 22 villages by women, has been a great success to reach
high caste Hindu families. 58 cents of land had been purchased for starting
a school with the help of Kuwait CSI church and many other Parishes.

Bhilai Industrial Mission

Has completed 50 years on Nov.30, 2008 and mainly works among children
of Bhilai steel Plant.  A church and Parsonage are under construction.

Vellore Mission

Bethsaida spiritually and guidance centre caters to patients seeking treatment
at CMC, vellore. 270 patients are accomodated.  Regular worship services
on sundays and consolation and guidance to poor and needy patients is
provided by this mission centre.

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Parkal Mission.

Started in 1927 at Kallarappally in Parkal taluk of Warangal District (A.P.).
The Mission headquarters started functioning at Parkal Town in 1939 with
Rev.K.E.Eapen and Rev.T.M Thomas (1939).  Preaching the gospel and
medical  help among the villagers was the main activitiy in early days.  On
Jan 1930, 45 were baptized at “Chinna Kodapaka” village.  Rev. T.S. Joseph
and   sisters, Mary John, Mary Thomas from Bethel ashram joined during
1946.  Till now 13 achens from our Diocese and many presbyters, catechists,
teachers and doctors have actively worked in the Mission.  We could cover
100 villages and establish churches in 50 villages so far, besides establishing
3 hospitals, 3 high schools, 3 U.P.schools, 2 Primary schools and 2 Nursery
schools.  From May 2003 onwards the Parkal and Nadikuda Parishes with
their outstations have been affiliated to the Karim nagar Diocese, and the
work is extended to new villages.
Andhra Mission

Started functioning in 1967 at Mugalappally village under the auspices of the
Diocesan Youth Movement.  Rev.P.O.Ninan and Kochamama started the
mission work in 6 villages, followed by 6 achens from our Diocese.  Two
Homeo hospitals, typewriting and tailoring institutes and an English medium
nursery school are functioning in 65 villages under 9 centres now.
Uttar Pradesh Mission

To commemorate the centenary of Madhya Kerala Diocese, a mission field
in Ghasipur was started in 1981 by deputing Shri.P.L.Ninan and family.
Rev.K.C.Chacko  from 1982 continued the mission work and the headquarters
was shifted and Yahoba during 1984 and later to Charkari in 1989.  St.James
English Medium School was started in 1992.  Regular free eyecamp  and
operations are conducted from 2002 in Dr.P.V.Cherian Jyothi Eye Clinic.  The
Mission activities are co-ordinated from St.Stephen’s Church at Charkari.
Mysore Mission

Started during 1996 in H.D.Kotta taluk of Mysore district in Karnataka State.
The first Missionary Rev.Kurian Mathew purchased 3 ½ acres of land in
Hampapura village and established a school with 250 children and 10 teachers
and Dubai Parish supports this school.  One clinic is functioning supported
by Mysore city Malayalam congregation.  Rev. Jacob P. Devasia achen and
family serves at present in Mysore Mission.
Uthranchal Mission

Started September 2005 with an education centre, has now 4 centres covering
13 villages. In January 2006, started computer education centre with 8
students which has 180 students at present.

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SERVICE BY MISSIONARIES WHO LABOURED IN OUR COUNTRY

William Carey (1761 – 1834) was an English Baptist missionary and Baptist minister, known
as the “father of modern missions.” As a missionary in the Danish colony, Serampore, India,
he translated the Bible into Bengali, Sanskrit, and numerous other languages and dialects.
Sati was prohibited through Carey’s efforts.

Alexander Duff, D.D. LLD. (1806 – 1878), was a Christian Protestant Presbyterian
missionary of Scottish heritage who worked in India. He was the first overseas missionary
of the Church of Scotland to India. The success of his work had the effect: of altering the
policy of the government of India in matters of education; of securing the recognition of
education as a missionary agency by Christian churches at home; and, of securing entrance
for Christian ideas into the minds of high-caste Hindus.

C. T. Studd (1860-1931) He spent some fifteen years in China and six in India on his
missionary work and then he devoted the rest of his life to spreading the Gospel message in
Africa, founding the Worldwide Evangelisation Crusade (now WEC International).

Amy Carmichael (1867- 1951) was a Protestant Christian missionary in India, who opened
an orphanage and founded a mission in Dohnavur. She was commissioned by the Church
of England Zenana Mission. Hindu temple children were young girls dedicated to the gods
and forced into prostitution to earn money for the priests. Much of her work was with young
ladies, some of whom were saved from forced prostitution. The organization she founded
was known as the Dohnavur Fellowship. Dohnavur is situated in Tamil Nadu, thirty miles
from the southern tip of India. The fellowship would become a sanctuary for over one thousand
children who would otherwise have faced a bleak future.

Dr. Ida Sophia Scudder (1870-1960) was the great-granddaughter of Rev. Dr. John Scudder,
Sr, who started the CMC Vellore. In 1928 medical school campus on 200 acres was started
in Vellore and Mahatma Gandhi visited the medical school and appreciated Dr. Ida’s work.
In 1945 the college was opened to men as well as women. In 2003 the Vellore Christian
Medical Centre was the largest Christian hospital in the world, with 2000 beds, and its
medical school is now one of the premier medical colleges in India.

Mother Teresa (1910 – 1997), Her Mission was to care for, in her own words, “the hungry,
the naked, the homeless, the crippled, the blind, the lepers, all those people who feel
unwanted, unloved, uncared for throughout society, people that have become a burden to
the society and are shunned by everyone.”

Graham Staines (1941-1999) was an Australian missionary; He assisted in translating a
part of the Bible into the Ho language of India, including proofreading the entire New
Testament manuscript, though his focus was on a ministry to lepers. He spoke fluent Oriya
and was very popular among the patients whom he used to help after they were cured. He
used to teach how to make mats out of rope and basket from Saboigrass and hand weaving.
