Dearly beloved in Christ,

Easter Season’s wishes and greetings!

“Now Israel loved Joseph more than any of his children” Gen.37:3. This
raises the issue of Jacob’s favoritism. This favoritism is explained by
mentioning that Joseph was the son of Jacob’s old age. This favoritism,
according to the narrator, is a special yet fateful instance in human relations.
“And he had made him a long rob with sleeves” v.3. A conflict situation is
created when the special relationship is expressed in a concrete action.
Giving a gift was not wrong. But, in the context of the family, Jacob’s special
love for Joseph is openly proclaimed in the form of this gift. This sparks off
a series of events for which every one shares some portion of guilt. Out of
the love of a father for his son springs a situation that leads to the loss of
equilibrium and the shattering of the family.
Having seen the robe, the brothers finally knew where they stood. “They
hated him…” v.4b. The open display of the father’s favoritism has earned
Joseph the hate of his brothers.
The situation becomes grimmer with Joseph’s dreams Vv.5-11. See the
reactions of his brothers: “are you indeed to reign over us? Are you indeed
to have dominion over us? V.8; so his brothers were jealous of him v.11.
The hate of the brothers takes expression through a corresponding deed.
The traveling merchants represent a turning point as ‘they took Joseph to
Egypt’.
In the father’s house effort is being made to conceal the deed. The robe,
then, is the gift representing the father’s favoritism; a symbol of superiority;
the object of hatred that grows into action; the falsified evidence. Jacob
refuses all comfort and the brothers have not achieved what they were
after.
We need to be aware of the ever-present danger that such generalized
reference to the “brother” or “sister” can easily become empty, thoughtless,
or sentimental. Among these particular brothers, the overriding issue is
peace, by which is meant the soundness of the community. We must see
our ‘brotherhood’ and ‘sisterhood’ as something new, devoid of
sentimentality.

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We used to have memorable picnics, mostly by the Choir to Veli,
Aruvikkara, Neyyar dam, Ponmudi and Kanyakumari under the wonderful
leadership of Ponnachayan.  In such picnics to Veli, with Koshy achen,
Babu nearly drowned in the Veli Lake and Franklin miraculously saved
him.  We were all cared for equally and we all learned lessons of leadership,
discipline and selfless love from the kochammas, achayans and elders in
these organizations of the church.

Spiritualism

I have the sense that Christ Church imbibed in us a quiet spiritualism,
deep and yet not aggressive.  The church services were deeply meaningful,
blessed by the leadership of great achens.  There was also the participation
of the wonderful leaders and scholars from Kannamula seminary, as well
as numerous visitors and the congregation.

I also think about the quiet spiritualism of the affiliates of the church.
Central to many of our lives was the Zenana Mission and its Sunday school
under the noble leadership of Sister Chechemma Kochamma as well as
Sosamma kochamma and Kuttiyamma kochamma. The Sunday school
laid the foundation of our Christian lives.  We imbibed values through the
Church and Sunday school.

Songs

The Christ Church Choir was a huge part of our lives.  My warmest
memories are of the leadership of Mr. Noel Joseph (the “Noble Baba”) and
Mr Richie Walsalam who groomed us to be singers of those days. On
Sunday’s our day begins with the English service at 7.30 AM, Malayalam
service at 9.30 AM continued by the Choir practice. While leaving Trivandrum
during 1966-69 for my studies in Delhi, the great loss I have experienced
was my association with the Christ Church Choir containing a group of 30-
40 members

Saturday night too was devoted to choir practice.  We learned music, but
also the value of discipline, teamwork and friendship. We would visit each
other in times of success or in times of need.  We were always there for
each other. Seldom have I seen the kind of dedication and support as from
Richie who gave so much of himself for the good of all.

Thank you Sunny for your exceptional leadership for the celebrations of
150 years, and for giving us all a chance to go back in time to our precious
memories.  Thank you, Rev. Daniel George, for leading us as the present
Presbyter in charge of the congregation, and our warmest wishes to you
and to all.

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MY DAYS AT CHRIST CHURCH
 As our CSI Christ Church celebrates 150 years of its consecration

this year, my thoughts go back in history to a third of that time span, some
50 years ago.  The congregation then was probably a third of today’s size
of some 900 families or today’s total membership of some 5000 people.
But by the same token, to those of us who were privileged to be part of that
family from then, Christ Church was the centerpiece of our lives – and its
influence would shape us for years to come.

My family had deep roots in the life of the church even from earlier
decades, with my earliest memories being those of the work of my
grandfather Mr Thomas P.Chandi who was previously the first Secretary of
the YMCA.  Our participation in and our gifts from the church were in many
dimensions. My father Professor P.T.Thomas and my mother Professor
Chinnamma Thomas, my sister Dr Malini Thomas  and I enjoyed years of
fulfillment and blessings.

How can I sum up the impressions and my sense of gratitude and
thanksgiving?  Perhaps in three words starting with the letter S:  Service,
Spiritualism and Songs.

Service

Even if not of high profile, service to others came in many ways,
which left a deep mark.  Christ Church supported outstation churches at
Karali, Muttathara and Arannur(later Mudavanmugal) were established.
Early on, there were Christ Church United Sunday schools, there was
support to the aged, feeding the Poor and welfare schemes, whose
expenses, met through donations from church members.

I can also reflect on the wonderful Boys Brigade and Girls Guild
during Rev. K I Koshy achen’s time when we were designated volunteers
who went to the outstation services with achen.  Our mentor then was Joy
Upadeshi, and later Very Rev. Thomas Samuel.  He used to reside in one
of the rooms at the Centenary Hall, but was terribly scared of the friends in
the adjacent cemetery!  (Many senior officers of the British government
and military officers who served Travancore prior to independence and a
large number of respected citizens have been buried in Christ Church
Cemetery….).

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MY DAYS AT CHRIST CHURCH
 As our CSI Christ Church celebrates 150 years of its consecration

this year, my thoughts go back in history to a third of that time span, some
50 years ago.  The congregation then was probably a third of today’s size
of some 900 families or today’s total membership of some 5000 people.
But by the same token, to those of us who were privileged to be part of that
family from then, Christ Church was the centerpiece of our lives – and its
influence would shape us for years to come.

My family had deep roots in the life of the church even from earlier
decades, with my earliest memories being those of the work of my
grandfather Mr Thomas P.Chandi who was previously the first Secretary of
the YMCA.  Our participation in and our gifts from the church were in many
dimensions. My father Professor P.T.Thomas and my mother Professor
Chinnamma Thomas, my sister Dr Malini Thomas  and I enjoyed years of
fulfillment and blessings.

How can I sum up the impressions and my sense of gratitude and
thanksgiving?  Perhaps in three words starting with the letter S:  Service,
Spiritualism and Songs.

Service

Even if not of high profile, service to others came in many ways,
which left a deep mark.  Christ Church supported outstation churches at
Karali, Muttathara and Arannur(later Mudavanmugal) were established.
Early on, there were Christ Church United Sunday schools, there was
support to the aged, feeding the Poor and welfare schemes, whose
expenses, met through donations from church members.

I can also reflect on the wonderful Boys Brigade and Girls Guild
during Rev. K I Koshy achen’s time when we were designated volunteers
who went to the outstation services with achen.  Our mentor then was Joy
Upadeshi, and later Very Rev. Thomas Samuel.  He used to reside in one
of the rooms at the Centenary Hall, but was terribly scared of the friends in
the adjacent cemetery!  (Many senior officers of the British government
and military officers who served Travancore prior to independence and a
large number of respected citizens have been buried in Christ Church
Cemetery….).

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We used to have memorable picnics, mostly by the Choir to Veli,
Aruvikkara, Neyyar dam, Ponmudi and Kanyakumari under the wonderful
leadership of Ponnachayan.  In such picnics to Veli, with Koshy achen,
Babu nearly drowned in the Veli Lake and Franklin miraculously saved
him.  We were all cared for equally and we all learned lessons of leadership,
discipline and selfless love from the kochammas, achayans and elders in
these organizations of the church.

Spiritualism

I have the sense that Christ Church imbibed in us a quiet spiritualism,
deep and yet not aggressive.  The church services were deeply meaningful,
blessed by the leadership of great achens.  There was also the participation
of the wonderful leaders and scholars from Kannamula seminary, as well
as numerous visitors and the congregation.

I also think about the quiet spiritualism of the affiliates of the church.
Central to many of our lives was the Zenana Mission and its Sunday school
under the noble leadership of Sister Chechemma Kochamma as well as
Sosamma kochamma and Kuttiyamma kochamma. The Sunday school
laid the foundation of our Christian lives.  We imbibed values through the
Church and Sunday school.

Songs

The Christ Church Choir was a huge part of our lives.  My warmest
memories are of the leadership of Mr. Noel Joseph (the “Noble Baba”) and
Mr Richie Walsalam who groomed us to be singers of those days. On
Sunday’s our day begins with the English service at 7.30 AM, Malayalam
service at 9.30 AM continued by the Choir practice. While leaving Trivandrum
during 1966-69 for my studies in Delhi, the great loss I have experienced
was my association with the Christ Church Choir containing a group of 30-
40 members

Saturday night too was devoted to choir practice.  We learned music, but
also the value of discipline, teamwork and friendship. We would visit each
other in times of success or in times of need.  We were always there for
each other. Seldom have I seen the kind of dedication and support as from
Richie who gave so much of himself for the good of all.

Thank you Sunny for your exceptional leadership for the celebrations of
150 years, and for giving us all a chance to go back in time to our precious
memories.  Thank you, Rev. Daniel George, for leading us as the present
Presbyter in charge of the congregation, and our warmest wishes to you
and to all.

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Vicar’s  Reflections

Dearly beloved in Christ,

Easter Season’s wishes and greetings!

“Now Israel loved Joseph more than any of his children” Gen.37:3. This
raises the issue of Jacob’s favoritism. This favoritism is explained by
mentioning that Joseph was the son of Jacob’s old age. This favoritism,
according to the narrator, is a special yet fateful instance in human relations.
“And he had made him a long rob with sleeves” v.3. A conflict situation is
created when the special relationship is expressed in a concrete action.
Giving a gift was not wrong. But, in the context of the family, Jacob’s special
love for Joseph is openly proclaimed in the form of this gift. This sparks off
a series of events for which every one shares some portion of guilt. Out of
the love of a father for his son springs a situation that leads to the loss of
equilibrium and the shattering of the family.
Having seen the robe, the brothers finally knew where they stood. “They
hated him…” v.4b. The open display of the father’s favoritism has earned
Joseph the hate of his brothers.
The situation becomes grimmer with Joseph’s dreams Vv.5-11. See the
reactions of his brothers: “are you indeed to reign over us? Are you indeed
to have dominion over us? V.8; so his brothers were jealous of him v.11.
The hate of the brothers takes expression through a corresponding deed.
The traveling merchants represent a turning point as ‘they took Joseph to
Egypt’.
In the father’s house effort is being made to conceal the deed. The robe,
then, is the gift representing the father’s favoritism; a symbol of superiority;
the object of hatred that grows into action; the falsified evidence. Jacob
refuses all comfort and the brothers have not achieved what they were
after.
We need to be aware of the ever-present danger that such generalized
reference to the “brother” or “sister” can easily become empty, thoughtless,
or sentimental. Among these particular brothers, the overriding issue is
peace, by which is meant the soundness of the community. We must see
our ‘brotherhood’ and ‘sisterhood’ as something new, devoid of
sentimentality.
