Dearly beloved in Christ,

Season’s Greetings!

“…that they may all be one.” is Jesus’ prayer for the disciples
(Jn. 17:21). And Jesus’ command to the disciples is, “… Go
therefore and make disciples of all nations…” (Mt.28:19).

Jesus’ prayer for the disciples then includes all humanity. Hence
the unity visualized is a unity of all humanity based on the
acceptance of its common belongingness to God: … because
they are yours (17:9).

A twofold relationship makes the third possible: I in them and
you in me, that they may become completely one … (17:23).
The wholeness of the oneness of all humanity shall be an
expression resulting from the indwelling of the Father in the
Son.

This oneness may lead the world to know:  a)  that the Son
came to this world because the Father sent him; b) that the
Father has loved humanity even as the Father has loved the
Son (17:23).

That they may all be one is the burden of the faithful. Let us
bear that burden with all seriousness and let us always be
conscious of the crisis of faith that faith not attempting for the
oneness of humanity is no faith at all.

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When the Byzantine Empire collapsed the word ceased to have political
overtones and there remained only the ecclesiastical meaning. The
oikoumene was the Church Universal. In the sixteenth century we find a
new ecclesiastical use of the word – the three most widely used creeds
(the Apostles’, the Nicene and the Athanasian) are designated
‘ecumenical’.

Henry Dunant (Switzerland) a pioneer of the YMCA was perhaps the first
in the modern age to use ecumenical as a living term with a new meaning
in the year 1855.   He broke new ground in the following definition he gave
to ‘ecumenical’. “That Christians of different denominations can and must
unite in love, associate with each other, and work together in charity for the
glory of God, while maintaining their individual liberty and even their right
to defend , if necessary, but with tolerance and charity their personal point
of view and their particular religious convictions.” The word ‘ecumenical’
had acquired a new meaning. To speak of a small local group of Christians
of differing denominations as ‘ecumenical’, to speak of the ‘ecumenical
spirit’, was use of the word unheard in the past.

Though some international Christian conferences at the beginning of the
twentieth century used the term ecumenical, the broader and more
substantial meaning of the term was established and its wider use was
made possible by the Oxford Conference on Church, State and Community
in 1937. It declared, “The term ecumenical refers to the expression within
history of the given unity of the church. The thought and action of the
Church are ecumenical, in so far as they attempt to realize the Una Sancta,
the fellowship of Christians who acknowledge the one Lord”.

The ecumenical movement is both a movement for mission and a
movement for unity. But in the course of its history there have been
separation as well as tensions between the two, tensions which take
new forms with new challenges.

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UNDERSTANDING ‘ECUMENICAL’
The ecumenical movement is about the unity of the churches, a movement
that brings together the churches for common witness, if not organic
unity. Unity can be at various levels and of many dimensions. Unity is not
for the sake of unity but to carry out the mission of God entrusted to the
churches.
It is important to understand the meaning of the term ecumenical. Here
one faces two levels of problems. At one level is the wide variety of
perceptions and misperceptions about ‘ecumenical’. At the other level is
a general feeling that the ecumenical movement is facing a crisis.
For a moment, think of different types of gatherings or organizations or
enterprises or publications which are called ecumenical. What do they
have in common? How do we know they are ecumenical? Diane C. Keller
gives a test to answer this question. “Unless these initiatives have a
reconciling intention among all Christians and their churches – an
intention embracing the ‘fullness’ of our life in Christ, ‘indeed everything
that relates to the whole task of the whole church to bring the gospel to the
whole world’ – they may be worthy enterprises but they are not ‘ecumenical’
in their aim or their result.”

There is an important formulation here – ‘the whole task of the whole
church to bring the gospel to the whole world’. This follows the well-
known definition of ‘ecumenical’ at the meeting of the Central Committee
of the World Council of Churches in 1951 in Rolle in Switzerland.  It needs
to be recalled that this formulation came very much out of a critical remark
made by an Asian delegate at the inaugural assembly of the World Council
of Churches at Amsterdam in 1948. “No mere humanism, nor just Christ
as teacher”, said G. T. K. Wu of China. “What is needed is the whole Christ
and the whole Gospel for the total need of the total world.”  While it is true
that ‘ecumenical’ is defined primarily as Christian, the increasing use of
the term ecumenical for inter-faith activities is to be noted.

Historically it may be pointed out that the word entered into official
ecclesiastical usage in the year 381 when the Council of Constantinople
spoke of the Council of Nicea as an “ecumenical synod”. It was taken for
granted that the ecumenical council was convened by the emperor and
met under his authority. On the other hand since the ecumenical council
was the highest organ of the church and its decisions possessed general
authority and validity in the life of the church, the word ‘ecumenical’
acquired the special connotation of  “that which is accepted as authoritative
and valid throughout the whole church”.
